5. What are the rules for determining a conclusive match between two handwriting samples?  Explain.

6. What’s the story with the Howard Hughes example on page 557?  What features made it obvious that his “signature” had been forged?

7. Why can a signature that is traced perfectly still be detected as a forgery?  What is the two word phrase that explains why this is so?

8. How were publishing company investigators able to tell that writings discovered in 1981 attributed to Adolf Hitler were in fact faked?

9. The Fourth Amendment of the U.S. Constitution prevents unreasonable search and seizure, while the Fifth Amendment protects us against self incrimination (you don’t have to testify against yourself in court).  How did the Supreme Court rule in the Gilbert and Mara cases with regards to the government forcing accused criminals to provide handwriting exemplars?
