(2)  What conclusion can you draw from your data?  Is the hypothesis right?

(3)  Calculate the mean, median and mode of the females and the males separately.  How much difference is their between each?

(4)  Create a scatterplot graph of the females and males separately.  Is there a positive or negative correlation?

(5)  Was there a problem with wording effect?  

(6)  Was your sample random?  Describe the demographic (age, ethnicity, socioeconomic status) of your sample.

(7)  What variables should be considered?

(8)  Could another psychologist replicate your survey?
